District Changes for Mira Mesa 



Redistricting and the Census 

ÅArticle 1, Section 2, of the United States 
Constitution requires that a census be taken 
every 10 years for the purpose of apportioning 
the United States House of Representatives. 

ÅBased on data from the decennial census, 
each state is allocated a proportion of the 435 
seats in the United States House of 
Representatives, although each state is 
guaranteed a minimum of one seat, regardless 
of population. 



Redistricting and the Census 

ÅCity, County, and State redistricting in 
California also occurs at the same time as 
Congressional redistricting. 

ÅCity, County, and State redistricting realigns 
district boundaries to create new districts of 
approximately equal population.

ÅMost of Mira Mesa is currently included in 
District 50, Rep. Brian Bilbray 

ÅMira Mesa east of Black Mountain Road and 
north of Gold Coast Drive is currently included 
in District 52, Rep. Duncan Hunter

Future Congressional 
Districts 

ÅAll of Mira Mesa will be included in the new 
boundaries of District 52. 

ÅRep Brian Bilbray lives in Carlsbad, in the new 
District 49. 

ÅRep Duncan Hunter lives in Alpine, in the new 
District 50. 

ÅBoth will continue to represent their current 
districts until the 2012 election cycle, when 
the new district maps will take effect.

ÅMost of Mira Mesa is currently included in 
District 39, Sen. Christine Kehoe 

ÅThe northeastern corner of Mira Mesa is 
currently included in District 38, Sen. Mark 
Wyland

Future State Senate Districts 

ÅAll of Mira Mesa will be included in the new 
boundaries of District 39. 

ÅState Senator Christine Kehoe is prohibited 
from seeking re-election due to term limits. 

ÅSenator Kehoe will continue to represent her 
current district until the 2012 election cycle, 
when the new district maps will take effect. 



Current State Assembly 
District 

ÅMira Mesa is currently included in Assembly 
District 75, Assemblyman Nathan Fletcher

Future State Assembly 
Districts 

ÅAll of Mira Mesa will remain in Assembly 
District 75, although the overall boundaries 
will change. 

ÅAssemblyman Fletcher is not currently running 
for re-election in District 75. 

ÅAssemblyman Fletcher will continue to 
represent his current district until the 2012 
election cycle, when the new district maps will 
take effect. 



Current County Supervisor 
Districts 

ÅMost of Mira Mesa is currently included in 
District 3, Supervisor Pam Slater-Price. 

ÅThe southern portion of Mira Mesa is 
currently included in District 4, Supervisor Ron 
Roberts.
